The Feast of the Epiphany of Our Lord

Jesus Christ is one of the oldest Christian
feasts, though, throughout the centuries, it
has celebrated a variety of things. Epiphany
comes from a Greek verb meaning

"to reveal," and all of the various events
celebrated by the Feast of the Epiphany

are revelations of Christ to man.

Epiphany is celebrated 12 days after Christmas
on 6th January (or January 19th for some
Orthodox Church who have Christmas on 7th
January) and is the time when Christians
remember the Wise Men (also sometimes called
the Three Kings) who visited Jesus.

From the
Pastors Desh

One of the things the devil dislikes the most about
the Catholic Church is that no matter how much damage
he causes it, whether by stirring up corruption on the
inside or persecution from the outside, the Church
continues to survive and thrive. One of the least known
attempts to stamp out the Catholic Church occurred in
Mexico in the 1920s and 30s.

In 1917, a revolutionary Mexico adopted the
world's first socialist constitution, and the maniacal
president began his ruthless effort to monopolize all power
in his government's hands. That led to mass executions of
his personal enemies, but also to extreme measures against
the Catholic Church, since the majority of Mexicans were
Catholic. Churches were destroyed, desecrated,
confiscated, and turned into army barracks. Religious
items were profaned by soldiers getting drunk from
chalices, chopping up statues for firewood, and using
religious art for target practice. Orders of priests and nuns
were outlawed, and teaching about religion was prohibited.
At one point, all of the bishops in the country were sent
into exile. Priests were imprisoned, harassed, driven out,
forced into hiding, and executed.

One of the most famous of these was the Jesuit
priest, Fr Miguel Pro. Educated and ordained in Europe, he
returned to his homeland in 1926, defying and outsmarting
the authorities for an entire year before he was caught and
shot by a firing squad. The government invited the press
to his execution, hoping to film the young priest begging
for mercy at the last minute, and then to use the media
coverage to discourage his supporters. But instead, the
photographers and reporters saw the saint walk out
bravely, asking only to be allowed to pray before dying.
After a few minutes, he stood up, extended his arms in the
form of a cross, and with a steady, calm voice, pronounces
his last words: Viva Cristo Rey! Long live Christ the
King!

And that's what the Magi are reminding us of
today: Christ's Kingdom, the Church, is the everlasting,
universal Kingdom, and we are its citizens. And by the
way, Mexico remains 90% Catholic to this day.

The letters C, M, B have two meanings:

* They are the initials of the traditional names of the three magi: Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar.

* They also abbreviate the Latin words Christus mansionem benedicat, “May Christ bless the house.”
The “+” signs represent the cross and 2019 is the year.

Here’s a suggested format for the blessing:

All: make the Sign of the Cross.
Leader: “Peace be to this house and to all who dwell here, in the name of the Lord.

All: Thanks be to God.

Reader: When Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea,

in the days of King Herod,

behold, magi from the east arrived in Jerusalem, saying,
“Where is the newborn king of the Jews?

We saw his star at its rising

and have come to do him homage.”

After their audience with the king they set out.

And behold, the star that they had seen at its rising preceded them,
until it came and stopped over the place where the child was.
They were overjoyed at seeing the star,

and on entering the house

they saw the child with Mary his mother.

They prostrated themselves and did him homage.

Then they opened their treasures

and offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh.

And having been warned in a dream not to return to Herod,
they departed for their country by another way.
