When we are about to welcome into our parish community one who is seeking full communion with the Catholic 

Church, we celebrate a conversion process through rites called Scrutinies. These ritual celebrations on the Fifth  

Sunday of Lent are communal prayers celebrated around the elect to strengthen them to overcome the power of sin in 

their lives and to grow in virtue. To scrutinize something means to examine it closely. The candidates scrutinize their 

own lives and allow God to heal them. All of us are called to continuing conversion throughout our lives, so we join 

with the elect in scrutinizing our own lives and praying to God for the grace to overcome the power of sin that may still 

live in our hearts. Every Catholic should spend some time reflecting on what obstacles to gospel living exist in his or 

her own life. Then, when the Scrutinies are celebrated, we will all know that the prayers are for us as well as for the 

elect. Taking seriously this dynamic of scrutiny and conversion gives us a richer perspective on Lenten “giving up”.  

What we are to give up more than anything else is sin.

 Great artists sometimes have great spiritual insights. A 

good example of that is found in Mel Gibson's version of this 

Gospel scene, as it appears in his movie, "The Passion of the 

Christ."  The way he depicts this encounter between Christ and 

the adulterous woman illustrates the power behind God's policy 

of giving us another chance. 

 In the movie, Gibson identifies the adulterous woman 

with Mary Magdalene, who stays right by Mary's side as they 

accompany Jesus throughout his Passion.  The only reason we 

know that Mary Magdalene is the same person as the 

adulterous woman is because of a flashback that happens after 

the Flagellation scene.  Mary and Mary Magdalene are in the 

flagellation courtyard after all the soldiers have left.  They see 

Jesus' blood on the paving stones.  Mary takes some clean 

white linens, kneels down, and starts to wipe up the blood.  A 

moment later, Magdalene kneels down to help. But instead of 

using one of the clean linens, Magdalene actually removes her 

veil and uses that to wipe up Jesus' blood.  This is a way of 

showing how personal this gesture is for her. And in a moment, 

we find out why. 

 While she is wiping up the blood, she has a flashback, 

and the movie takes us back to her first encounter with Jesus, 

the one in which she was the adulterous woman.  We see her 

cowering on the dusty ground as a crowd of angry Pharisees 

stand ready to stone her.  Then Jesus steps into the scene.   

We don't hear any words, but we know he is saying this 

beautiful line: Let him who has no sin throw the first stone. We 

see the Pharisees, one by one, drop their stones and walk off.  

Then Magdalene's hand reaches out to touch Jesus' foot.  She 

looks up at him with wonder, gratitude, and almost disbelief. 

She has been saved. Jesus reaches down and takes her hand 

in his, smiles, and lifts her up to a new life. 

 Then the beautiful flashback ends and we are brought 

back to the scene in the courtyard. Now the blood she is 

wiping up means as much to us as it does to Magdalene.  It 

is the blood of the Savior, her Savior, the one who is giving 

himself up to death so that he can give us, sinners another 

chance.  This is how much he loves us. This is his policy.  

This is what he came to do.
