Pastor’s Desk —

Sometimes we, who truly are Christ's followers,
restrict the power of God's grace in our lives because we
cling to a hidden idol - some part of our heart or mind
where we hang on to our independence, refusing to trust
God. In ancient times, when people still worshipped
statues made of marble and gold and burnt incense to
false gods, St. Sebastian faced a situation like that.
Sebastian was a Roman Legionary, a member of the
Emperor's personal bodyguard, in the early fourth
century. At the time, Christians were often punished and
killed for refusing to worship the false gods of the
Empire.

Sebastian, a Christian himself, would visit
these Christian prisoners to encourage and pray with
them. Once as he was praying with two imprisoned
brothers and their family, their father was healed of a
severe case of arthritis that had crippled him for many
years. One of the pagan Roman judges who suffered
from the same disease, heard of this healing and
promised to set the brothers free if the father could heal
him as well.

Sebastian told the judge that if he believed in
Christ and allowed them to destroy all his idols, he
would be cured. The judge agreed, but the judge's son
was skeptical and forced Sebastian to make a deal. He
lit fires in two large furnaces, saying that if his father was
healed, fine, but if not, Sebastian was to be thrown into
a flaming furnace.

Sebastian agreed and immediately set about
destroying more than 200 idols. But even then, the judge
was not healed. Sebastian went back and said that
either he was still hiding some disbelief, or still hiding
some idols. The judge made a sign to his son, who took
Sebastian to a small, secret chamber. In this chamber
hundreds of small golden balls were hanging from the
ceiling. It was a fortune-telling chamber: by lighting
lanterns and reading the patterns of light-reflection
caused by the golden balls, the judge tried to see the
future.

When St. Sebastian destroyed this hidden
chamber, an angel appeared to the judge and cured
him. Immediately, he and his entire household were
baptized and became Christians. Sometimes we too
have a hidden chamber in our hearts, where we keep
some hope, desire, or fear that we haven't fully given
over to God - an idol that separates us from
experiencing the true freedom of following Christ.
